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The 1st Regular Session of the 50th Legislature was one of the shortest and fastest mov-
ing legislatures in recent history. During the early morning hours on April Fool’s Day the
Legislature passed and provided the FY-2011-12 budget package to the Governor.

AGEDDUDOEIOLINLERASALYSIS, 02 With the continued decline in state’s revenue, and facing over a $1 billion dollar deficit, the

budget package included deep cuts to K-12, higher education and AHCCCS (Medicaid
CORMISSIOHERSS DRERMEHON 3 reform). The legislature and the Governor believed this budget would put Arizona on the
path to being cost-effective, efficient and fiscally stable.

Although the overall total appropriations for the
Game and Fish Fund remained intact, other state agencies did not fair as well.
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On the legislation front, the Department worked diligently to pass all the Commission sup-

0 SB1294 — aquatic poison application: This measure would have prohibited the use of rotenone or antimycin A
in Arizona waters unless the Director of the Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) determines its use will
not endanger the environment or drinking water supplies, and approves the use of these chemicals.

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50TH LEGISLATURE
1ST REGULAR SESSION

One hundred days after convening on January 3" the legislature adjourned Sine Die on April
20", Despite being half the size of the House of Representatives, the Senate approved 117
more pieces of legislation than the House sent to them. Not counting this session, the Senate
passed more bills than the House only twice since 2000 (in 2001 and 2003) but never by as
many bills as this year. And by the time the governor concluded her actions, 196 Senate bills
were signed into law, compared to 161 from the House. The disparity is best seen when it
comes to the number of resolutions that ultimately made it to the Secretary of State’s Office:
28 from the Senate and eight from the House. One explanation is the Senate hunkered down
and kept churning out bills including taking the first crack at the Legislative budget bills

The House balked at nearly 100 proposals sent over by the Senate. They included legislation
that challenged the federal government’s authority through the use of multistate compacts.
Some measures were never even assigned to a committee. In contrast, the Senate rejected
fewer than 30 House measures. But the prevailing sentiment at the Capitol is that the Senate
passed more bills because all of its members had served in the Legislature before, except for
Republican Sens. Lori Klein of Anthem, Steve Smith of Maricopa and Don Shooter of Yuma.

Sen. Frank Antenori, R-Tucson, chairman of the Government Reform Committee, introduced a
whopping 71 measures, 18 of which were ultimately enacted. Records from the past three
legislative sessions point to a simple truism of the citizen-legislature model: The shorter the
session, the better the attendance. An estimate of legislation that was be enacted into law is
approximately 26.4% derived from all bills introduced this session.

The Commission approved 3 legislative proposals for the Department to introduce and advance
in the 50™s 1 Regular Session. The Department was able to shepherd all three bills
introduced through the legislative process as well as fend off several hostile measures attacking
the Commission’s authority and native fish management.

After the resignation of Speaker Kirk Adams, after Sine Die, House Republicans elected
Representative Andy Tobin (D-1) as their new Speaker and Rep. Steve Court (D-18) as the new
Majority Leader. Adams had announced his bid for the congressional seat being vacated by
Congressman Jeff Flake. On May 25, Justin Pierce was sworn-in to replace former Speaker Kirk
Adams in D-19.

Background:
This measure was introduced by the Arizona Farm Bureau to address issues dealing with hunter
access and landowner property rights in relation to no trespass posting.

Provisions:

HB2623 specifies that entry onto land to hunt is not criminal trespassing unless the person remains on
privately owned land after a reasonable request to leave by the owner. HB2632 makes it grounds for
criminal trespassing if land is posted pursuant to A.R.S. § 17-304 (C) and notices and signboards also
contain the words “no trespassing”. Makes it grounds for criminal trespassing if the person knowingly
remains unlawfully on any posted real property after a reasonable request to leave by the owner or any
other person having lawful control over the property or the person knowingly disregards reasonable
notice prohibiting trespass at the person’s entry to any real property.

This Legislation allows for criminal trespassing charges to be brought against a person who is hunting on
posted private land only if the posted notices contain the words "no trespassing" or the person either
remains unlawfully on the land after a reasonable request to leave by the owner or other authorized
person or if the person knowingly disregards notices prohibiting trespass at the person's entry point to
the property.

A.R.S. § 17-305 was established in 1958, is antiquated, and because the Department no longer has
refuges under state control (Wildlife Area does not equal game refuge), the statute has no current
applicability for state purposes.

Provisions:
HB2006 repeals A.R.S. § 17-305, relating to carrying or possessing firearms or game taking devices
within game refuges.

HB2006 also allows the Arizona Game and Fish Commission (Commission) to adopt rules relating to
public shooting ranges operated by and under their jurisdiction. This measure grants shooting range
officers the authority to enforce these rules, remove violators from the premises and refuse entry for
repeat violations for the purposes of creating a safe environment were regulated, legal recreational
shooting and archery takes place with families, youngsters in Hunter Education, Olympic hopefuls
practice and compete, and a host of shooting disciplines enjoy safe, responsible use of firearms.

Background:

Given the increased difficulties the Department has encountered in holding individuals accountable
for ‘guiding’ without a license; the Commission approved a statutory change for the definition of
‘guide.’ This change would allow for reasonable ability to prosecute those genuine offenders. Another
provision of this legislation that was approved by the Commission was introduced to deal with the
issue of wasting of game meat. Currently, there is already an existing statutory provision that makes
wasting game meat a Title 17 violation; however, this new legislation would make this violation a
‘revocable’ offense.

Provisions:
HB2358 expands the definition of a guide in the Department’s statutes and adds acting as a guide
without a license and wasting edible portions of meat to the current list of prohibited acts which may
result in the revocation or suspension of a license issued by the Arizona Game and Fish Commission
(Commission). HB2358 specifies that a guide is not a landowner or lessee who allows access to their
property and directs and advises a person in the taking wildlife without full fair market compensation.
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HB2358 adds the/ffé/llowing violations to the current list of actions under Section 17-340 that may
result in the revocation or suspension of a license issued by the Commission:

a) acting as a guide without a guide license; and

b) knowingly wasting edible portions of game birds, game mammals or game fish

The legislation serves in keeping Arizona’s hunting tradition ethical and tightens some loopholes our
wildlife management agency has identified.

9 Further defines “guide” to include:

a) advertises for guiding services;
b) holds himself out to the public for hire as a guide;
c) is employed by a commercial enterprise as a guide; or
d) accepts compensation in any form commensurate with the market value for guiding services
in exchange for aiding, assisting, directing, leading or instructing a person in the field to locate
and take wildlife.

Specifies that a guide is not a landowner or lessee who allows access to their property and directs and

advises a person in the taking of wildlife without full fair market compensation.

9 This is not meant to infringe upon friends paying for gas while on a hunting trip. This measure
seeks to address unlicensed individuals serving as guides and being compensated in amounts
equivalent to the market value (i.e. airfare, binoculars, rifles etc...) of a guided hunt.

9 This measure makes wasting game meat a revocable (hunting license) offense for the more
egregious cases (i.e an unethical hunter only takes the antlers from an animal and leaves the
edible meat to waste).

1 Defines edible portions other than meat damaged due to the method of take.

The Commission also establishes
policy for the management, preservation, and harvest of wildlife, oversees regulated watercraft and off-
highway vehicle operations in the state and issues hunting and fishing licenses. The Arizona Game and
Fish Department (Department) administers the rules as set by the Commission.

Commission rule R12-4-517 specifies lakes in the state where the operation of watercraft is permissible.
Currently, the use of watercraft is not permitted on Frye Mesa Reservoir, Rose Canyon Lake or Snow Flat
Lake. On March 11, 2011, the Commission approved the motion to allow non-motorized watercraft on
Rose Canyon Lake.

Provisions:

SB1012 exempts the Arizona Game and Fish Department from otherwise required procedures governing
rule-making for one year to adopt rules pertaining to watercraft motor and engine restrictions.

1. Assession law, exempts the Department from the state’s rulemaking requirements for one year to
revise its rules relating to watercraft motor and engine restrictions (A.A.C. R12-4-517).
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2.  Requires the /Dé/partment to file a notice of exempt rulemaking with the Secretary of State for
~ publication in the Arizona Administrative Register and the Arizona Administrative Code.

3.  States that the exempt rules will have an immediate effective date.
4. Becomes effective on signature of the Governor, if the emergency clause is enacted.

Background:

This legislation was coauthored by Yuma County (and La Paz County on behalf of all eight Counties
currently receiving Law Enforcement Boating Safety Funds (LEBSF) and was coordinated with the Arizona
Game and Fish Department (Department). HB2314 is not a Department or Arizona Game and Fish
Commission (Commission) bill but was supported by the Commission.

Counties with boating enforcement programs in existence prior to 1990 are the only entities authorized
by statute eligible for LEBSF funding. These counties constitute the primary watercraft law enforcement
presence and critical incident response capability related to boat accidents on the bodies of water that
fall within their jurisdictions. LEBSF dollars pay for County boating programs that account for 75% of all
boating citations, 67% of all boat accident reports, and 50% of all OUI arrests in Arizona (2010 data).
Without the creation of new water-bodies, no additional counties are anticipated to initiate any new
boating programs in the foreseeable future.

Provisions:

HB2314 will transfer administration of LEBSF from the Arizona State Parks Board (ASPB) to the
Commission. LEBSF is not a general fund and receives no state tax dollars. Motorized watercraft
registration fees pay for LEBSF. The Commission will administer procedures on how LEBSF is distributed
using currently LEBSF calculation formula. HB2314 will result in new monthly disbursement by the State
Treasurer of LEBSF dollars to the eight participating counties. Current law allows LEBSF to accrue for a
fiscal year for disbursement to the counties the following fiscal year.

Other than transferring LEBSF to the Commission and establishing monthly disbursement of dollars, no
significant changes to the administration of LEBSF results. LEBSF dollars remain unavailable to the
Department. At no time can any LEBSF dollars be utilized by the Department or loaded into Department
indexes. HB2314 does not impact the State Lake Improvement Fund (SLIF). Further, the bill retains
ASPB’s administrative control of SLIF. Late into the legislative session, proponents of the two other
provisions (Agency fee Commission and Department of Racing) included in HB2314 contacted the
Department regarding these amendments and the Commission has not taken a position.

Background:

As outlined in Arizona Revised Statutes (A.R.S.) § 17-231, the Commission promulgates the rules and
regulations for managing, conserving, and protecting wildlife and fisheries resources. The Commission
also establishes policy for the management, preservation, and harvest of wildlife, oversees regulated
watercraft and off-highway vehicle operations in the state, and issues hunting and fishing licenses. The
Arizona Game and Fish Department (Department) administers the rules as set by the Commission.

The state is divided into units for the purpose of managing wildlife, and each unit is identified by a
number, or a number and letter. The Commission has the authority to limit the method of take in
management units and to specify which wildlife may be taken and during which seasons. The
Commission can also specify bag or possession limits or the number of permits available for a hunt.

Provisions:

SB1334 allows for lawful hunting within city and town limits during open seasons established by the
Game and Fish Commission (Commission), and precludes cities and towns from enacting ordinances that
would not allow this to occur. SB1334 prohibits a political subdivision from enacting an ordinance, rule
or regulation that limits the lawful take of wildlife during an open season unless it is consistent with the
state’s hunting laws and regulations in statute. This measure will increase recreational hunting
opportunities by providing individuals the ability to pursue small game hunting in close proximity to
their urban areas.

The House of Representatives amended the bill to clarify that a political subdivision (i.e. city, town or
county) can adopt an ordinance or rule that prohibits or otherwise restricts the discharge of a firearm
within one-quarter mile of any occupied structure. This one-quarter mile requirement is currently in
statute and unambiguously enforced by the Department. Additionally, this amendment was adopted to
meet the concerns of cities and towns, and is supported by the Department and Commission.

SB1229 indemnifies a landowner from liability from claims by a recreational user of the land, the
definition of "recreational user" is expanded to include a person who, without payment of an
admission fee, engages in off-highway vehicle, off-road recreational motor vehicle or the operation
of aircraft. The purchase of a state trust land recreational permit or of a off-highway vehicle user
indicia is not considered payment of an admission fee. Additionally, the definition of "premises" is
expanded to include water delivery or water drainage lands.

Provisions:

The Mexican Wolf Species Survival Plan’s goal is to house a minimum of 240 wolves in captivity at all
times to ensure the security of the species and currently houses 300 Mexican wolves in 49 facilities in
the U.S. and Mexico. This is a postcard to Congress which urges Congress to delist the gray wolf from
the Endangered Species Act and return management of the species to the states, "unencumbered
by federal interference."

Provisions:

Adds jackrabbits, raccoons and predatory animals as wildlife that can be taken at times other than
daytime (e.g. nighttime). This issue will be addressed through Exemptions from Rule Making by the
Department.
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 LEGISLATIVE VOTE DATA/ANALYSIS

The following information has been compiled from legislator votes on 3™ and final reads. Table
1 and 2 (Scorecards) include a spreadsheet of members’ votes on 10 measures that the
Commission took a position on. Members received a “1” if they voted in-line with the
Commission’s position, and a “0” if they voted opposite the Commission’s position. If a
member was absent for a vote or left the floor and did not vote on a measure (which does
happen), they received a “NV.” Members are ranked by their percentage of votes that are in-
line with the Commission positions.

The 10 measures (and Commission’s position) are evaluated in this descriptive analysis include:
1 HB2396: game and fish; trophies; enforcement (Support)
9 HB2006: firearms within game refuges (Support)
9 HB2358: wildlife; guides; wasted game meat (Support)
9 HB2623: landowner prohibition of hunting; posting (Support)
1 HB2314: boating safety; fees; fund (Support)
9 SB1012: lakes; non-motorized watercraft; rulemaking exemption (Support)
91 SB1229: recreational users; landowner liability (Support)
91 SB1334: hunting within city limits (Support)
9 HCM2002: remove gray wolf; endangered species (Support)
9 HB2114: fish eradication; moratorium; study committee (Oppose)

The 1% bar graph (purple) illustrates the percentage of favorable votes from all 60 members in
the House of Representatives. In this graphic, the numbers breakdown as follows:

9 26 members (43%) voted in-line with the Commission with 100% favorability

9 39 members (65%) voted in-line with the Commission with over 90% favorability

9 On Average, all 60 members voted in-line with the Commission 83% of the time (Pie Chart 1)

The 2™ bar graph (green) illustrates the percentage of favorable votes from all 30 members in
the Senate. In this graphic, the numbers breakdown as follows:

1 2 members (6%) voted in-line with the Commission with 100% favorability

9 16 members (53%) voted in-line with the Commission with over 90% favorability

9 On Average, all 30 members voted in-line with the Commission 82% of the time(Pie Chart 2)

It is important to note, that if not for HB2114: fish eradication; moratorium; study committee,
18 members (60% of Senate) would have voted in-line with the Commission 100% of the time.

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In the House of Representatives, 26 members (Reps. Adams, Brophy McGee, Burges, Carter,
Crandell, Dial, Forese, Goodale, Gray, Jones, Kavanaugh, Lesko, McLain, Mesnard, Montenegro,
Olson, Pratt, Proud, Reeve, Robson, Seel, Ugenti, Urie, Jim Weiers, Jerry Weiers, and Yee)
voted in-line with the Commission 100% of the time. Only four of the 26 members (Brophy
McGee, Mesnard, Urie and Jim Weiers) missed one vote or more.

While there were only two Senate members (Sens. Antenori and Nelson) received a 100%
voting favorability with the Commission. Only one member, Senator John Nelson voted in-line
with the Commission 100% of the time, and cast a vote on all 10 bills (not receiving any “NV”).
Sen. Antenori missed three votes.

In comparison, in 2010 only 1 Representative (Russ Jones-missed no votes) and two Senators
(Rebecca Rios and Daniel Patterson-missed one vote) voted in-line with the Commission 100%.
